School Homework Policy

Aims:

· To enhance and reinforce the work of the school day.

· To foster independent learning/discipline.

· To develop a sense of responsibility.

· To develop planning and organisational skills.

· To give children the opportunity to apply skills learned in school to other situations.

· To strengthen the link between school and home.

· To encourage parents and guardians to take an interest and share responsibility for their child’s work and progress.

Content of the Policy:

· Homework is assigned from Junior Infants - Sixth classes .
· Each child will be assigned homework for 4 days i.e. Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays.  At the teachers discretion some homework may be assigned at weekends if deemed necessary.

· Each child will have a homework journal.  This journal will be signed nightly.  Failure to sign homework on a regular basis will warrant a parent/teacher meeting.

· Time guide - - Recommendations:  

The following are time guidelines for homework, pitched at the ability of the average child:



1st Class/2nd Class …….. 30 minutes

3rd Class/4th Class …….. 45 minutes

5th Class/6th Class …….. 1 hour.

· Parent(s)/guardians are expected to monitor homework.  If homework is not completed, an explanatory note is to be sent to the class teacher.

· If for any reason homework is causing stress to the child, parents are advised to talk to the class teacher.

· For long absenses (i.e. holidays) it is the responsibility of the parents to cover work missed.

Monitoring and Implementation:

The Development and implementation of the homework policy is the responsibility of the child, parent(s)/guardians, teacher and principal.  The success of the policy will be determined by observation and parent(s)/guardians feedback.

Reviewing:

The policy will be reviewed on a regular basis.
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
